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INSTRUCTIONS

This paper consists of TWO alternatives; A and B. Each alternative has two questions.

Choose only ONE question from any ONE alternative.

In alternative A, choose either drawing or painting question.

This question paper will be given to you one hour before the start of the exam to enable you make your choice from the alternatives. During this one hour, you are allowed to make sketches on the A4 papers provided to help you decide on your choice.

The use of rulers and other mechanical means is forbidden in alternative A but is allowed in alternative B
Clearly write your name, index number, the alternative and the number of question in the space provided.

In this paper the candidate is reminded that emphasis should be laid on quality of imagination rather than literal interpretation of the theme.

At the end of the examination, pass your work and sketches to the supervisor without rolling or folding.

Alternative A: Drawing or Painting
You are instructed that the use of rulers and other mechanical means is forbidden in this alternative.

Either 

1. A barefooted-male adult dressed in shorts, vest and a hat is seated on the ground.  His legs are crossed and hands resting limply on the knees.  He is listening to a radio and he is in a jovial mood.  The working area should measure 35 by 45 cm. 

Or

2. Create a pictorial composition in colour based the theme “selling ripe bananas at the market”.  

The working should measure 35 cm by 45 cm. 

Alternative B: Graphics

You are instructed that the use of rulers and other mechanical means as well as tracing paper is allowed in this alternative.

The colour of the working surface (paper) will not be considered as one of the colors required in any question.

Either

3. A curio vendor requires a calendar to publicize his artifacts under the company name “Vipawa Artifacts of Kenya”.  In three colors, design a one-page calendar for the month of January 2022.

(i)  The design should cover an area of 32 cm by 52 cm.

(ii)  The design should bear a logo for the company.

(iii)  Bear the slogan “Kipawa changu maisha yangu”.

(iv)  The 1st of January 2022 falls on a Saturday.
OR 

4. A new Restaurant ‘BLUE MOON’ requires full drop repeat-patterned curtains in black and white.  The preferred designs should be based on African Traditional Ornaments. 

(i)  Design the motif in an area of 10 cm by 10 cm, including the logo for the Restaurant.

(ii)  In an area of 40 cm by 40 cm, use the motif to design a repeated pattern for the Restaurant.
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
